Third Sunday of Easter ~ April 14, 2024
Living in the Light of the Resurrection

The readings for the 3rd Sunday of Easter, Year B, encourage us to truly believe in the resurrection of Jesus Christ and to
accept his love. They also challenge us to live as witnesses to the Resurrection, embodying the hope and renewal it
signifies. The resurrection of Jesus is not just a historical event; it is a reality that has the power to transform our lives
today. By rising from the dead, Jesus has conquered sin and death, opening the way for us to live in newness of life.

In the first reading for the 3rd Sunday of Easter Year B, John reminds us that Jesus is our advocate with the Father, the
one who atones for our sins. This reassurance is not limited to us but extends to the whole world. It is a call to live our
lives in a way that reflects the truth of the Resurrection, obeying God's commands and walking in the light of His love.
True knowledge of Jesus comes through living in accordance with His teachings, embracing His call to love God and our
neighbors.

As witnesses to the Resurrection, we are called to share the message of forgiveness and hope with the world. Jesus'
instruction to His disciples to preach repentance and forgiveness of sins to all nations is also a mandate for us. In a world
marked by division and despair, the message of the Resurrection is a beacon of hope. It is a reminder that love is stronger
than death, and that God's mercy can transform even the darkest situations.

The readings for the 3rd Sunday of Easter Year B invite us into a deeper encounter with the Risen Lord. They call us to
embrace repentance and forgiveness, to live as witnesses to the Resurrection, and to spread the message of hope and
renewal to the world. As we reflect on these themes, let us open our hearts to the power of the Resurrection, allowing it
to renew us in spirit and in truth. Let us walk in the light of Christ, confident in His love and mercy, and eager to share
the Good News of His Resurrection with all whom we meet.
