Respect Steward

To support the FA Respect programme Hampshire FA are continuing with the
requirement for all teams Home & Away to provide an adult (this should not be the
team manager or coach) steward for all youth football teams U16 and below.

Hampshire FA are aware some leagues have mandated that all age groups must
provide a Respect Steward. If you are unsure please check with your League
Committee.




The Role of a Respect Steward

|deally not the Manager or a member of Coaching Staff.

An Adult who preferably is someone that is calm but confident in
dealing with others within their own Club.

|deally try to keep the same person every week or a small group of
people to carry out the role on a rotational basis.

- The Match Respect Steward
can help the Club ensure that the Respect Programme is followed for
the benefit of all participants. The Respect Steward should use their

own knowledge of their own Club spectators to help prevent abuse, foul
language or other unacceptable behaviour.

- The Respect Steward should ensure their own safety at all
times and if in doubt about the potential for a situation to escalate they
should act in accordance with their concerns.




Responsibilities of a Respect Steward &y

Ensuring that their own spectators comply with Respect designated spectator area.
Remind own supporters of responsibilities in relation to Respect.

Support the Referee when dealing with any spectator related issue within your own team.
Use common sense at all times and be a visual point of contact for any concerns from the

opposition Respect Steward.

Dependent on League procedures the Respect Steward may assist to check registration
cards or complete match result cards.

The FA Respect Programme must be considered by the Respect Steward at all times, and
any issues should be reported to the League & County Associatio'/\
